Some Comments Concerning Team Presentations
First, really try to integrate your material with the leadership concepts in the class (specifically the leadership basics).  You do not have to relate it to everything we have discussed, but discuss some of the main linkages between your material and such leadership basics as transactional and/or relational leadership, leadership styles, or trait, behavior, and contingency theories, etc.  Choose the linkages your team believes are the most salient (which ones and the number of linkages are up to you).   
Second, make sure that you provide study materials that help other students pull the main points of your presentation material together.  The purpose is to aid students in studying the material (a sort of brief study guide).  

Remember, the point of this presentation, besides fulfilling the accreditation requirement, is to bring in additional material for student learning (i.e. teaching your cohort).  So, help your cohort by providing adequate study material that might be useful on an exam.  I WILL ask some questions on your final exam directly related to the material in the presentations.
