Below are some things I believe you should consider in preparing for the AMBA 5230 final this Saturday afternoon.  Remember that you will be able to choose 4 of 5 to 6 questions, so play to your strength of understanding.  Feel free to contact me if you have any questions.
1. The focus of this exam will be on integrating the various models, ideas, and theories of leadership we have focused on in class and in your readings.  I want to see that you can make an argument that supports your answers commensurate with that of someone with an M.B.A.
2. I will not ask you about anything specific that we have not covered in class.  This does not mean, however, that you cannot use different parts of the books we read this semester, that I did not discuss in class, to support your answers.

3. Make sure that you have your notes from class where I added material that cannot be found in any of the books or on the slides (e.g. the ASA framework, LMX, etc.).

4. I would recommend spending a little time thinking about the intersections where much of the material we covered converges.  Several questions will be geared around these intersections.
5. I would also suggest that you bring hardcopies of any class material just in case there is an internet problem, however, you can access the class website and everything we have covered will be available.

6. Make sure that you answer all parts of the question.  You cannot do this adequately with bullets, you must write in essay form.   Also keep in mind that your grades on assignments in this class are based on a competitive model where only the very best performances will earn an ‘A’  where average will be a ‘B’ and some of you may earn a ‘C’.
