Publishing Your Web Pages

1.
You have to authenticate your user ID and password every semester.


Do to so:



You have to log into the ETSULAB domain.



Enter your “z” account ID and password

If you have not logged into this server this semester, your password will be your student number, which is your social security number.



You may be asked to change your password, if so, follow the directions.

2.
Your “home page” (the first page to show up on when going to your web site) has to be named:
default.htm
3.
The file names that you use and the page names that you create should not have spaces.  Sometimes FrontPage cannot figure out what to do with the spaces and then does nothing.  You should use “file_name” instead of “file name”.

4.
When you publish your page you will be asked for an URL (Universal Resource Locator – Internet address).  You will enter:



http://students.etsu.edu/yourID

Remember, no spaces!!  

5.
You will then be asked for your user id and password, enter:



etsu\yourID



your_password

In several cases, I have been able to determine that those of you having problems have not authenticated your ID and password for the ETSU domain, have named your home page something other than “default.htm”, and/or have had spaces in file names.

I hope this will help you finish your assignment.
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
