Note: Prior to enrollment in the Advanced Practicum, candidates must submit their portfolio each semester until a minimum totaled score of 3 is achieved for each Level 1 program standard. By the end of the Advanced Practicum, each Level 2 program standard must be documented with a score of 1 or better on the caption, quality of documentation, and impact on student learning, with a total cumulative score of at least 60.
