The Astronomy Laboratory Schedule above is SUBJECT TO CHANGE. Please note that the
LOCATION of the lab varies from week to week (see first column), meeting either in Brown
264, at the Observatory, or at the Planetarium. See the attached maps for directions. While at
the observatory, the outdoor labs will take priority over the indoor labs. Should clouds prevent
the outdoor lab from being attempted, the indoor lab will be performed in its place. (The Sun
will still be out during the first observatory lab, so we will be doing an indoor lab that evening).
There will be a total of 11 meeting times throughout the semester. A total of 10 labs must be
done for full credit of the lab component of the course. The 11th lab will be considered extra
credit. Students MUST do at least 8 labs to pass the course. You may also submit one



of the take-home labs (lab 23 or 27) for additional extra credit. The take-home labs must be
submitted by the week of November 13 to receive credit. Note that students can do
no more than 12 labs total for credit.
