Stock Game 

We are going to play a stock game this semester

Rules:  The only major restriction I've placed is that you can't trade stocks under $3.  You have $25,000 to start, you can buy on margin, you can short-sell, place limit orders, etc.  Trades cost $9.95 each.

Sign up:

Click on this link:  http://vse.marketwatch.com/
Set up an account.  Make sure your screen name is your REAL NAME.  First name then last name.  Now join a game.  The game name in FNCE3300S10, password is etsubucs.  Game starts Feb. 8 and ends April 16.

You must be signed up and have at least $10,000 invested in stocks by Feb 28.  One point deducted for each day past this date in which this is not done.

Assignment:

At the end of the game, you should have a record of all your daily returns.  You will need to create a copy of your transactions after 30 days or so as the game will delete your account information that is more than 40 days old.  DO NOT FORGET TO DO THIS!!!!!!!
Input your net daily long amounts and portfolio value at the end of each week in the spreadsheet.  Net daily long is long value minus short value assuming you have any stocks you have sold short.  The spreadsheet will perform an attribution analysis and also calculate your returns, standard deviations, beta, etc.  You will simply need to input data in the yellow highlighted cells.

Turn in your results and a copy of your My Portfolio stats page and comment how well you did relative to the S&P 500.  How do you feel about your stock picking abilities on a risk-adjusted basis?  Are you a good stock picker or market timer?  You should have a half page description at least.  Good luck.
