Foreign Currency Game.
Log on to http://fxgame.oanda.com/ and create an account.  After you create an account, log on to the game.  Give the game a minute to load as it is not instantaneous.

Your assignment:

Each week, you are to take at least one position in a currency and also create one Box position.  See site for help with this.  At the end of Feb., March, and April, you will need to print out your Activity screen dealing with the dates for that month.  Do not give me Feb. trades for the March assignment.  For three of your trades each month, explain in a paragraph why you took that position and back it up with at least one economic factor.  I will not accept explanations of trades you made in the last week of the month!!!!!  I want to see at least one trade every week.
For example:

I went short the USD/JPY because I am expecting the dollar to depreciate relative to the Japanese Yen.  I am expecting this to occur since the trade deficit with Japan has widened in Oct. from $6,726 million to $8,251 million(U.S. Census Bureau, Foreign Trade Statistics).  If these additional dollars are used to increases purchases here in the U.S., the supply of dollars will increase and put downward pressure on the exchange rate.  In addition, Japanese interest rates are rising while the Fed is holding U.S. rates steady.  All else equal, this makes the Yen more attractive which should also push the value of the Yen higher.  See graph below for evidence of the increase in the Japan Interest rate.
