An Introduction to Core Vocabulary

Please note topic change
This workshop will provide an introduction to Core Vocabulary. We will take a look at: the basics of core vocabulary, research supporting core vocabulary, starter sets, common goals, & teaching environments.


	June 5
Augmentative and Assistive Communication

Access to Language

This ½ day presentation will describe the concept of “core vocabulary” and explain the benefit of an Augmentative and Assistive Communication (AAC) language that focuses on a core vocabulary.  Participants will be introduced to the line of AAC devices offered by the Prentke Romich Company and the basic principles governing the Unity vocabulary language system. Participants will learn about the features of Prentke Romich’s products that enable nonverbal persons to communicate more effectively.
Introduction to SpringBoard

In this ½ day presentation participants will be introduced to the operation of the SpringBoard speech output device. The presentation will include basic programming, customization of vocabulary, storing text, and the creation, modification and linking of activities. 



	June 6
Introduction to Vantage/Vanguard

This workshop will provide a thorough understanding of Vantage and Vanguard AAC devices. Participants will be introduced to the hardware features of these speech output devices, and they will learn how to store vocabulary, customize vocabulary, create and modify activity rows, review the onscreen toolbox to include the function of tools, and navigate in menus. Participants will learn strategies and techniques for enhancing interactions of students using AAC devices in the classroom. Participants will also be introduced to and provided opportunities to explore the paradigms of Minspeak and Unity language systems.



	June 7
Implementation Strategies for AAC

This workshop will focus on strategies to teach and promote the use of an augmentative communication system: how to get students to independently initiate spontaneous, novel utterances rather than simply repeating pre-stored sentences when prompted. The strategies presented will cover a range of communication ages and abilities, including those at the level of emerging language and literacy. The teaching strategies presented are appropriate for a wide variety of devices and programs.
